Project Support to the Implementation of the Strategy for Roma
Main objective of the project Support to the Implementation of the Strategy for Roma is to strengthen the institutional capacity of the co-ordination structures for implementing the National Strategy for Roma and the Decade for Roma Inclusion 2005-2015, in view to contribute to improvement of the situation of Roma in the country, in a way to provide improvement of the situation of Roma in the country. 
This project provides its support by implementing two crucial components:
1. Strengthening the operational coordination structure for implementing the Roma Strategy and 
2. Support for the implementation of Action Plans with a focus on local action plans. 
The beneficiaries of the project are Ministry of Labour and Social Policy – the Unit for Implementing Strategy and Decade for Roma, Cabinet of the Minister without Portfolio as National Co-ordinator for the Strategy and Decade for Roma and the National Co-ordination Body for implementation of the Roma strategy. Target groups are from UISDR staff in the MoLSP, staff of the Cabinet of the Minister without Portfolio, members of National Co-ordination Body for implementation of the Roma strategy and the staff of Roma Information Centres throughout the country. Indirect beneficiaries are local Roma NGOs and civil servants in selected municipalities (focal points) involved in the implementation of local action plans. 

Project mission is implemented by assessment of the actual institutional status and capacity, than the progress in drafting/ implementation of the local action plans, provision of different training courses, facilitation of the organisation of a study tour in an EU member state, awareness raising activities, as far as developing human resources at local level for the effective implementation of Roma Strategy. 

Project implementer is the BBI consortium. It consists of Bernard Brunhes International (France) – leading, and members - LDK – Consultants Engineers and Planners S.A. (Greece), ECIP Foundation (Bulgaria), and Roma Institute n.o. (Slovakia). The project activities will be implemented in an 18-month period from 17 January 2011 to 16 July 2012.
